Thailand: When we presented that we wanted
to come monthly to feed and begin caring for
the children that have been orphaned and
abandoned.  The chief was so excited that he
offered us to use his home and his wife and
family will cook the food right in their own
house!

It is our priority to listen to the needs of such villages, and to look into the eyes
of a child or families in need and service the area where they are looking for
assistance.

What I would like to share with you this month is something that has been
stamped into my life, heart and soul as we continue to move Serving Our
World into a place less traveled, but much in need.
